This Time of Year...

Make sure you are not loving your
dog to death during the holidays.

Table treats, chocolate, fatty foods
and dinner scraps are sure to cause
problems in your pets.

Ailments such as pancreatitis and
chocolate toxicity are no joke.

Dogs can become severely ill and
even die from these conditions.

Even in small does, chocolate can
prove fatal. And dogs love
chocolate...so be sure to keep it
out of their reach!

And what normal dog will not be
enticed to beg for such things as
turkey or roast beef scraps? Too
much can cause painful
pancreatitis and lead to expensive
treatment and possibly death in
your pet.

So, be safe and smart and practice
tough love when it comes to your
pets.
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Hepatozoonosis in Dogs...

Is a one celled parasite that is
transmitted by ticks. This disease
has a long incubation period and
therefore can manifest itself long
after the tick season is over. And
remember, in many states, the tick
season is never over.

Most often found in dogs with
suppressed immune systems, it is a
rare occurrence. Symptoms include

fever, weight loss, and loss of

appetite, nasal discharge and
weakness of the rear limbs. Bloody
diarrhea can also be seen.

As the disease progresses,
lameness, severe muscle pain, and
inability to rise are observed.
These can occur off and on over
years.

It is most important to know that
this disease is not transmitted by a
mere tick bite, but rather by

ingesting the tick.

Vet care is essential. And, it is
important to control ticks and fleas
around pets. It is recommended
that use of products containing
permethrins. See
www.peteducation.corfor more
info.
